Dear Colleague,

If your answer to this question above is “yes,” then you should vote against the RSC budget alternative.  But if your answer to the question is “no,” if your constituents believe that the federal government takes and spends too much money, then you should vote for the Helping Families Not Bureaucracies Budget Resolution—the RSC budget alternative sponsored by Rep. Jeb Hensarling.

The RSC Budget would, among other things:


Assume the President’s number for tax relief over the next five years. (The Budget Committee calls for $152.6 billion in tax relief, about $30 billion less than the President’s Budget over five years.)

Call for two reconciliation bills, one to extend expiring tax provisions and a second for the new tax relief proposals.


Reduce non-defense, non-homeland-security discretionary spending by 1% compared to last year’s level. 

Include reconciliation instructions reducing the rate of growth of non-Social Security mandatory spending by 1%.


Require a stand-alone vote to waive any point of order that a bill or conference report is in violation of the Budget Resolution (similar to the unfunded mandates point of order).

Create “Family Budget Protection Accounts” that would allow Congress to target spending during the appropriations and direct spending process and redirect that spending for family tax relief or deficit reduction at the end of the fiscal year.


Reduce non-defense, non-homeland-security discretionary spending by 1% compared to last year’s level. (No other budget alternative calls for such a reduction.)

Include reconciliation instructions reducing the rate of growth of non-Social Security mandatory spending by 1%. (No other budget alternative would reduce this rate of spending growth).


Provide a definition for “emergency spending” in the Budget Resolution that would be enforceable via a new point of order.


Require a stand-alone vote to waive any point of order that a bill or conference report is in violation of the Budget Resolution (similar to the unfunded mandates point of order).


Create “Family Budget Protection Accounts” that would allow Congress to target spending during the appropriations and direct spending process and redirect that spending for family tax relief or deficit reduction at the end of the fiscal year.

Dear Colleague,

If your answer to this question above is “yes,” then you should vote against the RSC budget alternative.  But if your answer to the question is “no,” if your constituents believe that we should reduce the federal budget deficit as fast as possible, then you should vote for the Helping Families Not Bureaucracies Budget Resolution—the RSC budget alternative sponsored by Rep. Jeb Hensarling.

The RSC Budget would, among other things:


Halve the unified deficit in three years—one year faster than the Budget Committee and two years faster than the President’s Budget.

Reduce non-defense, non-homeland-security discretionary spending by 1% compared to last year’s level. (The Budget Committee freezes but does not cut such spending.)

Include reconciliation instructions reducing the rate of growth of non-Social Security mandatory spending by 1%. (A savings of about $7.7 billion in the first year compared to the Budget Committee).


Provide a definition for “emergency spending” in the Budget Resolution that would be enforceable via a new point of order.


Create “Family Budget Protection Accounts” that would allow Congress to target spending during the appropriations and direct spending process and redirect that spending for family tax relief or deficit reduction at the end of the fiscal year.
