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PENCE SAYS TAX CUT 'DOESN'T GO FAR ENOUGH'

Congressman to Support Bill Despite 'Missed Opportunity'

“I will still vote in favor of the Jobs and Growth Act because I believe Congress should seize every opportunity to reduce taxes. But I will not join the chorus of those who suggest that this legislation will make a significant difference for working families, small businesses and family farms."
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
