Akin Amendment on Testing
Dear Colleague,

I am concerned the testing requirement that H.R. 1 mandates will measure how the student feels rather than what the student has learned.  If the test asks subjective questions, the students will respond subjectively and arbitrarily, making it difficult to measure their performance.  Knowing that testing is the centerpiece of the President’s education plan and that objective testing is the most reliable indicator of the student’s knowledge, the Akin Amendment to H.R. 1 states that the exam must not measure personal opinions, beliefs or attitudes and, instead, test objective, not subjective, knowledge.


While accountability through testing is important, measuring knowledge is just as important.  I encourage you to support the Akin Amendment to H.R. 1.  For more information, please contact Stephanie Harris in my office at x5-2561.
