To amend Title 10 to make appropriated funds unavailable for the purchase of  military goods, supplies, and services, from the Peoples Republic of China.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress  assembled,

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

     This Act may be cited as the Military Goods Security Assurance Act of 2001
FINDINGS AND PURPOSE

     ( a) FINDINGS -- The Congress makes the following findings:

(1) That any country that neglects to maintain a high state of military readiness invites  unlawful aggression from hostile adversaries which wrongly assume that it is not prepared to defend its interests. A high state of military readiness deters potentially hostile nations from acting aggressively in regions of vital national interest, thereby  preserving peace;

(2) That no country should cede to an adversary its own responsibility for maintaining a high state of military readiness;  

(3) That maintaining a high state of military readiness includes procuring sound and secure goods, supplies, and services necessary for the military to accomplish its assigned missions;

(4) That the United States should not rely on the Peoples Republic of China  to ensure the soundness and security of American military goods, supplies, and services;

     (b)   PURPOSE:   The purpose of this title is to ensure the soundness and security of American military goods, supplies, and services by making appropriated funds unavailable for the procurement of military goods, supplies, and services from the Peoples Republic of China .

2.   MILITARY GOODS SECURITY ASSURANCE.  

Title 10, Section 2241, is amended by inserting at the end  Provided further, notwithstanding any other provision of law, that no part of any appropriation or any other funds available to the Department of Defense shall be available for the procurement of any goods, supplies, or services from the Peoples Republic of China. 

3.   GAO STUDY

     (a) IN GENERAL‑ The Comptroller General shall conduct a study and make findings and recommendations with respect to the extent to which Department of Defense contractors rely on goods, supplies, or services from the Peoples Republic of China to perform their Department of Defense contracts. 

     (b) REPORT‑ The Comptroller General shall submit a report to Congress on the study, findings, and recommendations  required by subsection (a) not later than 6 months  after the date of enactment of this Act.
