BE AN ORIGINAL COSPONSOR OF THE 

Tax Reform Action Commission  (TRAC) act of 2005!
Dear Colleague:


The tax laws of the United States are among the most burdensome and uncompetitive in the world, which disadvantages domestic business and individual taxpayers.  For example, the Internal Revenue Service estimates individual taxpayers paid $19 billion for tax preparation and expenses and spent 3 billion hours on their returns in 2000.  Further, past reform efforts to reduce the complexity and provide a fair system of taxation for individuals and businesses have failed due to a lack of bipartisan support toward consideration and enactment of a new plan.  As a result, I believe we must act now to establish a Tax Reform Action Commission charged with developing a proposal to achieve tax reform that benefits all Americans.  

Like Senator-elect DeMint’s Tax Reform Action Commission (TRAC) Act of 2003, this bill would create a bipartisan commission to examine the problems of the current tax system, build a consensus around a nonpartisan reform plan, and ensure timely consideration on tax reform legislation that is 1) simple, transparent, and efficient; 2) fair and equitable to all Americans; and 3) neutral between different activities and between current consumption and future consumption.  The TRAC Act will help produce a tax system that is simpler and fairer for all Americans to follow.
