Bartlett Introduces Bill Concerning Black Berets

Washington, D.C. – Congressman Roscoe G. Bartlett (R-6-MD) has introduced a bill, H.R. 1770, that would prohibit the purchase, issue or wearing of berets for general Army personnel until the Secretary of the Army certifies there is no longer a shortage of ammunition. Bartlett is a senior member of the House Armed Services Committee and Chairman of its Panel on Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR).

“The question raised by the issue of black berets is really how do we restore the sagging morale of the men and women who have volunteered to serve in the Army?” said Congressman Bartlett.  “When it comes to symbols of unity, which is more important?  That our soldiers are equipped with the bullets they need or berets?  As far, as I’m concerned there’s only one answer, ‘Praise the Lord and Pass the Ammunition.’” 
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
