Now Cuba Is Calling the Shots on

U.S. Military Training?

Dear Colleague: 

We wanted to call your attention to a United Nations press release (http://www.unfoundation.org/unwire/util/display_stories.asp?objid=26947) on June 10 from the U.N. Special Committee on Decolonization that calls on the United States to immediately halt military maneuvers on the island of Vieques, Puerto Rico- a United States Commonwealth. The U.N. Committee approved the Cuban-introduced resolution without a vote. The resolution further urged the United States to return occupied land to Puerto Rico, halt arrests and harassment of demonstrators, and immediately release all persons incarcerated in connection with Vieques protests. 

The Cuban government, controlled by Communist dictator Fidel Castro, apparently now has enough clout with the United Nations to tell America how, when and where we should train our military. What’s next? Will the U.N. assent to a Saddam Hussein request that the U.S. should change our military policy towards Iraq?

We should demand an immediate restructuring of the bloated U.N. bureaucracy.
