Please Join Me in Removing J. Edgar Hoover’s Name from the FBI Building

During his tenure as Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI), J. Edgar Hoover was aware of operations in the New England area whereby FBI Agents used informants in organized crime investigations.
