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CANTOR: FUNDING TO ARAFAT’S 

MURDEROUS REGIME MUST END NOW

 “Taxpayer dollars can no longer be sent to murder innocent civilians”      

WASHINGTON, DC -  Congressman Eric Cantor today expressed his outrage and disgust at today’s bombing at a café in Tel Aviv.

“I condemn this cowardly and murderous attack on innocent civilians,” Congressman Cantor said.  “These acts of terror demonstrate the futility of dealing with Yasser Arafat and his band of rogue terrorists.”

Congressman Cantor authored legislation that would cut off all aid given directly or indirectly to Yasser Arafat’s Palestinian Authority.  The Peace with Security Act, H.R. 3624, has 70 cosponsors in the House of Representatives and would impose the most severe sanctions against Arafat of any legislation introduced in the House to date.  

Congressman Cantor concluded, “Continued funding from the United States offers Arafat room to manipulate his finances to further his murderous cause.  How much longer can we sit by and allow American taxpayer money to fund the murder of innocent civilians.  The Peace with Security Act is the only way to send the message to Arafat that America will not tolerate terrorism.”
