Israel’s War on Terror Is America’s War on Terror

The death of an American “human shield” in Israel has recently spurred some Members of Congress to declare that the Israeli-Palestinian conflict has now claimed “one of our own.”  However, since Yasser Arafat, on behalf of the Palestinian people, renounced violence in the Oslo Peace Accords on September 13, 1993, Palestinian terrorists have murdered 38 Americans in Israel.  Unlike the protestor killed while climbing on a bulldozer that was set to level a Palestinian terrorist hideout, these 38 Americans were not combatants or activists.  They just happened to be in the wrong place at the wrong time.  Some were riding buses on their way to school, while others were simply eating lunch at a pizzeria.

To highlight these 38 murders of Americans, I have introduced a resolution, 

H.Con.Res. 119, that offers Congress’ condolences to the loved ones of those innocent Americans that have been killed in Israel, and demands that the Palestinian Authority work with Israel to protect all innocent people from terrorist violence.  The resolution lists each of the 38 Americans by name and how each was killed.
