SUMMARY OF KEY PROVISIONS OF CRANE BILL

ON TRADE PROMOTION AUTHORITY

· Gives the Administration the authority to negotiate and bring back trade provisions to Congress using trade promotion authority (TPA), including goods, services, agriculture, intellectual property, investment, and e-commerce

· Authorizes the President to negotiate any other priority and allows use of TPA as long as the priority:

· -
is directly related to trade;

· -
is consistent with U.S. sovereignty;

· -
is trade expanding and not protectionist; and 

· -
does not affect a country’s ability to make changes to its laws that consistent with sound macroeconomic development

· Preserves the Administration’s authority to negotiate “side agreements” (or matters that are not directly related to trade) under the President’s executive authority, requiring that the normal legislative procedures be used to implement such agreements

· Bills qualifying for TPA may contain, if changes in existing laws or new statutory authority are required to implement a trade agreement, provisions necessary or appropriate to implement the trade agreement

· Applies to trade agreements entered into by June 1, 2005, with an extension to June 1, 2007 available unless Congress passes a resolution disapproving the extension

· Expands and improves consultations between the Administration and Congress before, during, and after trade negotiations and in the development of an implementing bill
