Dear Colleague:

I hope you will join us in co-author this Constitutional Amendment to make federal district judges accountable to the States in which they serve.  This Amendment will place a ten year term limit on all federal district judges and give State Legislatures the power to reappoint these judges for successive ten year terms.  Federal District Judges are empowered to issue orders and injunctions that can, and regularly do, usurp state and local authority and they can ignore statutes enacted by the Congress and by our State Legislatures.

This Amendment will preserve the President’s power to appoint federal district judges but create a sorely needed check and balance on the infinite power of the federal courts.  Our State Legislatures have the most at stake and are the most knowledgeable about abuses of power by federal judges.   Congress can also enact statutes which restore the 10th Amendment sovereign powers of the States, and we will be working with you in the months and years ahead to do so, but we also need to build back into the Constitution checks and balances on overreaching federal authority through Amendments like this one.  

‘‘Each judge of a court of general original jurisdiction
established under article III of this Constitution that sits
in a State shall cease to hold office unless, at least once
every ten years after that judge’s appointment, the legisla-
tive and executive authorities of that State, at such times
and in such manner as each State shall by law provide
for, approve the continuation in office of that judge.’’.
