Dear Colleague:

As America continues to wage war on terror and forces Saddam Hussein to end his pursuit of weapons of mass destruction, it is vitally important to remember the sacrifices that the brave men and women of our military make to protect our freedom and ensure our safety.  Last session I introduced legislation, H.R. 4974, that would have compensated them for their tireless service to our country by exempting active duty members of the armed forces from federal income taxes, and I will be reintroducing this important legislation this week. 

Current law exempts members who serve directly in combat zones from federal income taxes, and my bill would extend that exemption to the entire active force.  There are over 1.3 million men and women in our active force, who pay a staggering $2.5 billion in federal income taxes.  These men and women deserve our support, both moral and financial.
