Adoption Information Act

Dear Colleague:


Women facing unplanned pregnancies deserve the proper resources to make informed decisions. However, this is often not the case. In Title X funded health clinics, clients seeking family planning services are only presented with adoption counseling upon request. About 40 percent of individuals identifying themselves as “pregnancy counselors” do not even raise the issue of adoption with pregnant clients. An additional 40 percent provide inaccurate or incomplete information. It’s no wonder that only 1 percent of women facing an unplanned pregnancy choose adoption. 


Planned Parenthood Federation reported 2,486 adoption referrals in 2000, a number that has dropped from 9,700 in 1997 - a 73.5 percent decrease. This significant decline in adoption referrals is evidence that women are not receiving any, or at best, inaccurate or incomplete counseling on the option of adoption. 


The Adoption Information Act, H.R. 1229, would require all family planning clinics that accept Title X funds to provide a detailed pamphlet of adoption information to all people seeking family planning services. This pamphlet must include comprehensive contact information for all adoption centers in the appropriate state.


The Adoption Information Act aims to ensure that women are provided with accurate and complete information to make informed decisions. It seeks to guarantee that adoption is an option. Please contact Melissa Smith in my office (x54261) to cosponsor the Adoption Information Act.
