Dear Colleague:


I am writing to urge you to join 61 of your colleagues as cosponsor of legislation expressing the sense of the Congress that the United States Postal Service should issue commemorative postage stamps honoring Americans who distinguished themselves by their service in the armed forces.  On May 3, 2000, the Postal Service formally recognized 4 distinguished Army soldiers with the Distinguished Soldiers commemorative postage stamps.  These stamps paid tribute to the patriotism and valor of these brave soldiers; they also served as a lasting tribute to the men and women of the United States Army who have dedicated their lives to the defense of our great nation.


It is this distinctive recognition that led me to introduce House Concurrent Resolution 37, to encourage the Postal Service to continue with the Distinguished Soldiers postage stamp series, and issue 4 additional sets of stamps recognizing 4 distinguished service members from the Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force, and Coast Guard respectively.


Recognizing all branches of our Armed Services is long overdue.  They have all sacrificed much for the freedom that we enjoy in this great land.  As Mr. Einar Dyhrkopp, then Chairman of the Postal Service Board of Governors, stated in May 2000, at the Distinguished Soldiers stamp dedication, “By doing their duty, they brought honor to us all and helped preserve this country that we love.  Now it’s time for this nation to do its duty and honor these distinguished soldiers.”
