As you know, the Inspectors General perform vital audits to ensure that government programs are not wasting taxpayer money.  These audits and reports serve as a guide to federal agencies in an effort to correct wasteful, abusive and fraudulent use of tax dollars in federal programs. 

 

Since taxpayers are responsible for funding these programs, they should have access to Inspector General reports on-line.  Therefore, I will be introducing the Inspector General Online Reporting Act, which will require the Inspectors General to publish all semi-annual reports and audits on-line.  

 

While most Inspector General offices make all of their reports available on-line, some do not.  These public reports are vital in ensuring that government programs are run efficiently and effectively.  Since taxpayers pay for these programs, we should make this important information more available to all taxpayers. 

 

This legislation would not allow for the on-line publication of classified or sensitive audits and would allow IG offices to redact sensitive financial information.

 

The Inspectors General provide an invaluable service to the American taxpayer.  Their reports are already public, but some are not made available on-line.  Please join me in making their work available on-line.
