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215,000 New Jobs Created in November 
  

WASHINGTON—The Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) reported today that non-farm payroll employment increased by 215,000 jobs in November, and the unemployment rate remained at 5.0 percent.  Additionally, September payroll employment data, which previously showed job declines attributed to the Gulf Coast hurricanes, were revised to show job gains of 17,000.  Congressman Mario Diaz-Balart (R-FL) today praised Republican policies for contributing to the nation’s sustained economic growth.

“Despite a historic and catastrophic hurricane season, our strong economy continues to flex its muscle,” Diaz-Balart said.  “In the past 12 months, we have created nearly two million jobs and our economy grew at a robust 4.3 percent in the third quarter.
