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Doolittle Introduces Resolution Recognizing the Fourth Anniversary of 9-11 Terrorist Attacks
America Has a Sharp Memory, Firm Resolve, and Commitment to Her Own
 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - House Republican Conference Secretary John T. "I extend my deepest gratitude to our Armed Forces and first responders serving both at home and abroad in the war against terrorism.  This resolution is further proof that Congress stands firmly behind our troops and remains resolved to pursue those responsible for the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, until they are discovered, detained, and punished," Doolittle concluded.
 
This resolution is H. CON. RES. 220 and "expresses the sense of the Congress on the fourth anniversary of the terrorists attacks launched against the United States on September 11, 2001."
