Crackdown on Earmarks Essential for Fiscal Discipline

Washington, D.C. - Arizona Congressman Jeff Flake, who represents the state’s Sixth District, today commended House Appropriation Committee Chairman Bill Young for instructing his subcommittee chairmen to hold down earmarks in this year’s appropriations bills.


Earmarks are spending items, usually in Members’ home districts, slipped into appropriations bills without appropriate congressional oversight.


“While I obviously believe it’s more prudent to eliminate earmarks altogether,” said Flake, “this is a good first step.  It’s impossible to get a handle on spending if we continue to explode the number of earmarks in appropriations bills.”
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
