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Congressman Flake Decries Earmark in Defense Appropriations Bill for Urinal Study

Defense Funds Diverted Down the Drain

Washington, D.C. - Arizona Congressman Jeff Flake, who represents the state’s Sixth District, today decried a $2 million earmark in the House version of the Defense Appropriations bill to study “no flush” urinal technology.
