Washington, D.C. - Arizona Congressman Jeff Flake, a member of the House Immigration and Border Security Subcommittee, was pleased today that the House Immigration Subcommittee approved H.R. 2155, the Sober Borders Act.


 The Sober Borders Act closes a loophole that prevents U.S. Customs officials and Immigration and Naturalization Service inspectors from detaining drunk drivers crossing the border.


“Border security is a fundamental function of the federal government,” said Flake.  “It’s ludicrous that those charged with protecting our borders are powerless to defend us from drunk drivers coming into the country.  The Sober Borders Act is commonsense legislation, and I’m glad Congress is finally moving on it.”
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
