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garrett introduces legislation to support America's Troops in Iraq & their families with immediate tax relief
 

Washington, DC - Rep. Scott Garrett has introduced House Resolution 1795, legislation that would expand the exemption on federal income taxes for anyone on active duty in the designated combat zone in Iraq to also include their spouses.  Currently the combat zone tax exemption only applies to soldiers.  

 

"For the last few weeks, we have seen and read in the media the many sacrifices our military have had to make in an effort to preserve the safety and liberty of both Americans and the Iraqi people," said Garrett.  "While we have see firsthand the personal sacrifices made by the men and women actively engaged in Operation Iraqi Freedom, often times the hardships of the families they leave stateside are forgotten.

 

"Spouses of the men and women fighting in Iraq endure great burdens while the ones they love are away.  They must single-handedly care for their families and manage the upkeep of their homes, while also maintaining their own jobs.  Doing all this by themselves can become a significant financial burden.

 

"Though we can never truly repay the members of our Armed Forces for the sacrifices they and their families make, the least we can do is provide them with much needed tax relief."
