Changes to Current Law Proposed by Rep. Gingrey’s Firearm Commerce Modernization Act

1. Will allow a federally licensed dealer to sell and deliver any firearm over-the-counter to an out of state dealer under the stipulation that transactions comply with the laws of both states.

a. Current laws only apply to long guns such as rifles or shotguns. This law acknowledges the more advanced NICS (mandated federal background check) technology and permits all firearms to be sold across state lines, so long as the transaction complies with all relevant state laws.

2. Will allow federally licensed dealers to transfer any firearm over-the-counter at any gun show like it was their licensed premise of business. The only stipulation is that they comply with the laws of both their state of business and the state in which the gun show is being organized.

3. Incorporates Rick Renzi’s Face-to-Face bill (H.R. 2906), which would allow federally licensed firearm dealers to conduct firearm transfers in person and over-the-counter.

a. Current law stipulates that the rights and privileges of an FFL (Federal Firearms License) belong to the established place of business. Under this language, the rights and privileges of an FFL will belong to the dealer, allowing them to conduct business out of state and outside of their place of business.

BENEFITS:

1. Will reduce number of firearms lost in the mail

2. Will reduce and minimize out of state transfer fees (normally costing between $250 and $1500), shared between the dealer and the customer

3. Will reduce time consuming paper work

4. Will increase sales for firearm industry because dealers will have more freedom and opportunity to sell their products.

5. Works with the NICS federal background check system to apprehend convicted felons trying to purchase firearms outside their state of residence.
