Dear Colleague:

Please join me in cosponsoring the “Two Strikes You’re Out Child Protection Act.”  This legislation would require life in prison for certain child sex offenders upon their second conviction.

Sexual predators often target the most vulnerable members of our society.  In my state of Wisconsin, 77 percent of all sexual assault victims in 1996 were juveniles.  To make matters worse, sex offenders are nine times more likely to repeat their crimes than any other class of criminal.  

Current law often allows these predators out after serving only a few years in prison.  According to the Klaas Kids Foundation, the average child molester only spends 2.9 years in prison.  My legislation would lock up repeat offenders for life – keeping them off the streets and away from our children.
