Discretionary Spending in FY 2002 Budget Resolution -- $661.3 billion.

We spent $734.696 billion!

Discretionary Spending in FY 2003 Budget Resolution -- $759 billion.

We spent $849.107 billion!

Discretionary Spending in FY 2004 Budget Resolution -- $784.5 billion.

We spent $873.176 billion!

Alan Greenspan told the House Budget Committee that Congress’ top priority should be to re-enact PAYGO and discretionary caps so we can get back to a real balanced budget.
