Cosponsor the President Reagan $10 Bill Act

Dear Colleague:

As we mourn the loss of one of our nation's greatest presidents, our thoughts turn to appropriate memorials for President Reagan. I hope you will join me as a cosponsor of H.R. 4528, legislation I recently introduced that would put President Reagan's likeness on the $10 bill.

President Reagan took office at a time when our nation was reeling from a tough economy and international challenges. He took decisive action to revive the economy, strengthen our national defense, and reinforce America's role in the international community. Without his unwavering determination, the Cold War would not have ended when it did and millions of people would not now live in freedom. 

I believe it is appropriate to choose a memorial for President Reagan that will be tangible and visible to the American public he so admired and chose to serve. Over the years, we have made various changes to the appearance of our currency, most recently replacing Benjamin Franklin with President Kennedy on the half-dollar coin. Moreover, there would be no cost to the taxpayer because the printing plates for paper currency are constantly being replaced as they and the currency wear out and new bills are printed.
