GIVE AMERICANS ALTERNATIVE ENERGY CHOICES
Support a Residential Solar Energy Tax Credit
Dear Colleague:

Part of President Bush’s well-balanced energy plan is a focus on the importance of alternative energy sources.  Although I agree with President Bush that we need to increase domestic production of oil and gas in order to reduce our reliance on foreign imports, I also agree with him that we should create incentives for the use of alternative energy.  I have introduced legislation that would provide a tax credit for the purchase of residential solar energy systems, and I would like to invite you to be a cosponsor.

The Residential Solar Energy Tax Credit Act (H.R. ___) would provide a 15 percent tax credit for the purchase of solar water heating systems and photovoltaic systems.  The maximum amount of the credit is $2,000, and cannot apply to solar systems used to heat swimming pools.

President Bush included virtually identical tax provisions in his budget this year.  While there can be an honest debate about the framework for our nation’s energy policy, I think we can all support expanding incentives for the use of a clean, reliable, renewable energy source such as solar power.  Offering homeowners the opportunity to use solar power will help increase our energy supply and clean our air.
