Will the Courts strike again? A few years ago, the 9th Circuit ruled the Pledge of Allegiance is unconstitutional.   Today, the United State Supreme Court considered whether or not the Ten Commandments can be displayed on public property.  

 

The issue will not go away, nor will the constant attacks on public displays of the Ten Commandments, the pledge of allegiance, students who wish to pray, “In God We Trust”, or any other expressions of our religious heritage or private beliefs on public property. 

 

Only a constitutional amendment will stop the courts from supporting intolerant attacks on expressions of faith.

 

Nothing else can resolve this.  We should not need separate amendments to address the Pledge of Allegiance, the Ten Commandments, and school prayer.   They must all be addressed together in a way that avoids official religion while protecting our religious expressions and freedom.

 

This "Pledge and Prayer Amendment" gives collective protection to what America cherishes.   The Ten Commandments.  The Pledge of Allegiance.  School prayer.  Our national motto.  This improved and refined language evolved from the "Religious Freedom Amendment" that received votes from a majority of House members a few years ago.

House Joint Resolution

 

Proposing an amendment to the Constitution of the United States restoring religious freedom. 
Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress assembled (two-thirds of each House concurring therein), That the following article is proposed as an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, which shall be valid to all intents and purposes as part of the Constitution when ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the several States within seven years after the date of its submission for ratification, and is intended to include protection of the Pledge of Allegiance, the display of the Ten Commandments, and voluntary school prayer:
`Article--
`To secure the people's right to acknowledge God according to the dictates of conscience:
`The people retain the right to pray and to recognize their religious beliefs, heritage, and traditions on public property, including schools.
`The United States and the States shall not establish any official religion nor require any person to join in prayer or religious activity.'
