then balance the budget for the American people
Today U.S. Congressman Sam Johnson (3rd Dist.-Texas) called on Senate Majority Leader Tom Daschle (D-S.D.) to, at the very least, balance the budget since he stopped the economic relief for hard-working Americans.

“I am appalled that Senator Daschle put politics above the countless people who have lost their jobs during this recession.
