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JONES INTRODUCES RESOLUTION CALLING FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN TO PRAY IN WAKE OF SEPTEMBER 9-11 DISASTER

“Time to pray and reflect is key in helping our nation’s children deal with the aftermath of the terrorist attacks.”

WASHINGTON, DC – Third District Congressman Walter B. Jones today announced that he has introduced a resolution aimed at helping school children deal with the aftermath of the September 11 terrorist attack on the United States.

H.CON.RES.239 Expresses the sense of Congress that schools in the United States should set aside a sufficient period of time to allow children to pray for, or quietly reflect on behalf of, the Nation during this time of struggle against the forces of international terrorism. 

“In the past three weeks we have seen the tremendous strength that all Americans have drawn from their faith, whatever faith that may be,” said Jones.  “The President and the Congress have gathered together and put aside partisan politics to pray and reflect on the disaster and for the future of our nation, attendance in churches, synagogues and mosques has swelled to overflowing because people are searching for answers and for comfort.  We should ensure that the most vulnerable and confused among us have the opportunity to do the same.”

“The non-binding resolution would serve as a message to school age children throughout the country that the we, the members of the United States Congress understand that they are living in troubled and confusing times.  It would also tell them that while we are working hard to ensure their future safety we are also aware of the immediate need to seek solace through faith or simply a quiet moment of meditation,” added Jones.
