Request for Cosponsors for English as the Official Language Legislation
In the 108th Congress, Rep. Steve King introduced H.R. 997, which had 108 cosponsors.  The English Language Unity Act would require the United States government to conduct official business in English.  Specifically, H.R. 997 provides that "all laws, public proceedings, regulations, publications, orders, actions, programs and policies" are conducted in the English language.  Numerous common sense exceptions are included in the legislation to protect the well-being of all Americans, including public safety, national security, and commerce.  Twenty-seven states have adopted English as their official language.
Since Rep. King will again introduce the English Language Unity Act, he asks for your support in cosponsoring.
