PROTECT ELECTIONS FROM COMPUTERIZED VOTING MACHINE ERROR AND FRAUD!

Co-Sponsor The "Know Your Vote Counts Act of 2004"

The Act protects the integrity of electronic voting systems requiring a voter-verified paper audit record for each ballot!

Many computer experts and publications such as Fortune, The Economist, and The Washington Post have expressed concern that errors, or insider hacking could alter votes cast on electronic machines without a voter's knowledge.

The "Know Your Vote Counts" Act will require voting systems to print a paper record for each ballot that the voter can verify for accuracy before the ballot is cast.

That record would be an official recount record if the accuracy of the electronic machine count were challenged. 

To preserve ballot secrecy, The Act would prohibit voters from copying or removing the record from a polling place.

 A Democrat-authored bill requiring a paper audit trail includes unnecessary new power for the Election Assistance Commission, federally mandated recounts, and changes in federal contract procedures. 

The "Know Your Vote Counts" Act minimizes federal intrusion in state elections procedure and focuses on the need for a paper audit record to prevent computer error or deliberate fraud.
