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Kline Calls on Senators to Vote on Estrada





WASHINGTON – Congressman John Kline (R-MN) today called on Senators Coleman and Dayton to vote to close debate on the Miguel Estrada nomination to the U.S. Court of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit and proceed immediately to a final up-or-down vote.  





“Miguel Estrada is a well-qualified nominee and he deserves a vote,” said Kline.  “Those Senators who do not support his nomination have already expressed their dissatisfaction and can go on record with a vote of ‘no.’ To continue to deny Mr. Estrada the opportunity to receive a vote is ridiculous and a clear abuse of the advise and consent role of the Senate.”





Although at least fifty-five Senators have pledged to vote for Estrada’s nomination, the Democratic minority has sustained a filibuster for four weeks, rejecting 17 proposals by the Republicans to bring the debate to a close.  White House offers to provide access to and information from former supervisors of Mr. Estrada have also been rejected by Senate Democrats. 





A vote on cloture – which would limit debate and bring the matter to a final vote – is scheduled for today.  If the vote fails, more are likely to follow.
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
