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Congressman Miller Announces His Principles for Campaign Finance Reform

Washington, D.C. - Today, Congressman Gary Miller (R-CA) announced the principles he will support in the debate over campaign finance reform.  The U.S. House of Representatives will begin debate on campaign finance reform this evening.

“Reform must address the problems that current enforcement mechanisms do not,” said Congressman Gary Miller, “but we must also ensure that proposed changes do not violate our Constitutionally protected rights and freedoms.”

Congressman Miller will support reforms which:

•
Improve transparency by requiring the disclosure of contributions within 24 hours;

•
Eliminate involuntary contributions;

•
Do not infringe on states’ ability to enact reform at the state and local level;

•
Index the 1974-established contribution limits to inflation;

•
Maintain the current protections for political speech;

•
Encourage strong political parties;

•
Do not create new paperwork burdens for nonprofit organizations;

•
Eliminate the opportunity for fraud by prohibiting the use of starter checks for campaign contributions; and

•
Provide for the enforcement of current laws.

“Enacting fair and balanced campaign reform laws will improve our election system.  I hope to support a bill which will do this,” concluded Congressman Miller.
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
