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MYRICK INTRODUCES BILL REQUIRING SECURITY CLEARANCE FOR MEMBERS OF CONGRESS 


WASHINGTON, D.C. – RESPONDING TO LEAKS OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION BY MEMBERS OF CONGRESS, U.S. REPRESENTATIVE SUE MYRICK (NC-09) HAS INTRODUCED A BILL THAT WOULD REQUIRE ALL MEMBERS TO RECEIVE A SECURITY CLEARANCE BEFORE RECEIVING CLASSIFIED INFORMATION.  


“There must be accountability for leaking sensitive information that could cost American lives,” Myrick said.


“This is a new chapter in history for all of us.  Members of Congress need to be informed, but leaking information has the potential to put our troops at risk.  We have to do everything in our power to make sure it never happens again,” Myrick said. 


The proposed resolution would amend the Rules of the House of Representatives to require all Members of the House to go through the same security clearance procedures as Members of the Select Committee on Intelligence.  Only after receiving security clearance would members be allowed to view classified documents and attend classified briefings.
