In this time of war on crime and terrorism, it is plain irresponsible to ignore the needs of our local and state law enforcement officers for authority to detain criminal and illegal aliens.  That’s why we have introduced the Clear Law Enforcement and criminal Alien Removal Act (CLEAR Act).  This bill will: 

· Give local and state law enforcement agencies the authority to detain criminal and illegal aliens within the course of their regular duty.
· Ensure federalism by giving states and localities the choice to enforce these immigration laws. 
· Create a new category in the National Crime Information Center (NCIC) for any and all violators of immigration law with the goal that the information will be readily accessible to every local police officer. 
· Mandate the extension of the Institutional Removal Program (IRP) so that criminal aliens are detained, serve their sentences and are deported without being released into the community at anytime in between.
