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PENCE CALLS U.N. FENCE DECISION AN "INTERNATIONAL DISGRACE"

Washington, D.C.- U.S. Congressman Mike Pence, a member of the House International Relations Committee and author of H.CON. RES. 371 supporting the construction of a security fence by Israel and condemning the action by the International Court of Justice (ICJ) to render an opinion on the legality of the security fence, issued the following statement following the 14-1 decision by the ICJ that Israel's security fence violates international law and must be dismantled. 

"The decision by the United Nations’ highest judicial authority condemning Israel's security fence is an international disgrace.

“The International Court of Justice disregarded its own rules to condemn Israel's responsible efforts to protect innocent civilians from the incessant barrage of terrorist attacks. 

“Further, in rendering its opinion, the ICJ referred to Israel as an ‘occupying Power, in the Occupied Palestinian Territory.’  This inflammatory rhetoric, and the 14-1 decision at the Hague, demonstrates the extremism that has overtaken the International Court of Justice. Congress should act immediately to condemn the decision by the International Court of Justice and should express the strong support of the American people for Israel's right of to defend it's citizens through the construction of a security fence to prevent terrorist attacks."

Rep. Mike Pence is a member of the International Relations Committee. H. CON RES. 371 currently has 163 cosponsors.

Pence is a member of the Middle East and Central Asia Subcommittee and the International Terrorism, Nonproliferation and Human Rights Subcommittee.
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
