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PENCE CALLS JAILING OF MILLER "DARK DAY IN THE 

HISTORY OF THE FREEDOM OF THE PRESS"
WASHINGTON, DC - Congressman Mike Pence, author of the Free Flow of Information Act in Congress, issued the following statement upon the news of the incarceration of New York Times reporter Judith Miller:

"With the jailing of Judith Miller of the New York Times, today is a dark day in the history of the freedom of the press. As the world watches, our federal government has incarcerated an American journalist for doing her job, reporting the news and protecting her source. 

“While the law does not provide journalists the ability to promise complete confidentiality to news sources, it should. As our founders understood when they enshrined the freedom of the press in the First Amendment, ensuring that journalists can keep sources confidential is not about protecting reporters, it is about holding government accountable and protecting the public's right to know.  In the wake of these sad events, Congress should enact a federal media shield statute."
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
