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PENCE CALLS FOR A BALANCED BUDGET

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Congressman Mike Pence this morning joined other Members of Congress at a news conference in the U.S. Capitol, calling for a balanced federal budget.

“If Enron has taught us anything, it is that when the books don’t balance, people get hurt,” said Pence.  “I truly believe that if we do not pass an economic stimulus bill, then we have a moral obligation to the American people to balance the budget.


When we balance the budget we keep our economy strong, as citizens confidently invest in our future.  


When we balance the budget we keep our nation secure, as we spend money on the right priorities - homeland and national security - while living within our means.  


And when we balance the budget we keep our promises to American seniors, as we preserve the solubility of Social Security and Medicare.

“The Administration’s budget proposal includes $77 billion set aside for an economic stimulus bill.  With the stimulus bill, the budget falls short by $80 billion.  But if the Senate does not pass a stimulus bill - and recent votes in the Senate suggests it will not - then the President’s budget is virtually balanced with only a $3 billion deficit.  And with $3 billion totaling only one tenth of one percent of federal spending, even Congress can find a way to balance this budget,” said Pence.
Pence was joined by U.S. Reps. Pat Toomey, Ray LaHood, John Shadegg, Wayne Gilchrest, Ed Schrock, and others at today’s news conference.
