Support Permanent Tax Relief:

Cosponsor H.R. 2327

Dear Colleague:


I share the enthusiastic bipartisan support for the Economic Growth and Tax Relief Act of 2001 and was pleased when President Bush signed this legislation into law earlier this month.  I also share the concerns, however, of many in Congress and throughout the country that the tax relief provided under this new law is temporary and expires in the year 2011.  


That is why I introduced H.R. 2327 to make permanent the tax relief provided under this law.  I am writing to ask you to cosponsor this important legislation.  Specifically, my bill would simply make permanent:

· All provisions which expire in 2011 and;

· The Alternative Minimum Tax relief provisions which expire in 2005.

When the final package was put together, parliamentary rules prevented us from moving forward with permanent tax relief.  I believe taxpayers should not have to suffer the consequences of these internal parliamentary rules 10 years from now when this new tax relief law expires.  It is critical that we make sure this does not happen.
