Shadegg Resolution to Honor Victims of Murder 
 

Legislation Supports National Day of Remembrance

 

Washington - There is no more devastating experience for a parent than the death of a child, and the loss seems especially senseless and painful if the child is the victim of murder. That is why the work of an organization called Parents of Murdered Children is so important.

 

U.S. Congressman John Shadegg yesterday introduced a resolution to support the goals and ideals of the National Day of Remembrance for Murder Victims, and recognize the help the group Parents of Murdered Children (POMC) offers to the loved ones of murder victims. 

 

"After their daughter, Lisa, was murdered in 1978, Robert and Charlotte Hullinger dedicated themselves to helping the parents and loved ones of other victims," said Shadegg. "Their organization helps others cope with the terrible grief that comes from losing a child to murder."

 

The National Day of Remembrance for Murder Victims is observed on Sept. 25 each year, the anniversary of Lisa Hullinger's death.

 

POMC offers assistance such as counseling, crisis intervention, and professional referrals. One of its most important services is to aid grieving families in dealing with the courts and the criminal justice system.

 

POMC has grown from a meeting of five parents in Cleveland, Ohio in 1978 to an organization with over 100,000 members around the world. It is open to anyone who has suffered the murder of a loved one, and to professionals who are in frequent contact with victims of murder.  

 

"The murder of a child is a horrible, senseless tragedy, and we should honor those who help the parents and other family members in their time of pain and need," Shadegg said. 
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
