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SOUDER APPLAUDS SUPREME COURT DECISION IN FAVOR OF PRO-LIFE GROUPS
 

U.S. Rep. Mark Souder released the following statement in response to today's Supreme Court decision in favor of pro-life protestors:
 

"The concept of using laws designed to stop organized crime against peaceful pro-life demonstrators should be ludicrous to most reasonable people, but it certainly wasn't to those extremists who will do anything to silence pro-life voices.  Luckily, the Supreme Court today stopped their frankly unconstitutional attack dead in its tracks.

 

"Part of the fight for pro-lifers is actually a fight to make sure pro-life voices can be heard.  Last year, a provision in a bankruptcy reform bill would have made pro-lifers who are simply praying outside an abortion clinic exempt from bankruptcy protections that all other Americans enjoy.  Other conservatives and I fought this provision, and it was taken out of the final version of the bill.  That was a victory, as today's decision is, but it is important to remember that this is how the extreme pro-abortionists fight.  They don't just want to win the argument; they want to completely silence the opposition.

 

"Today, the Supreme Court made it clear that pro-life demonstrators are not extortionists and that anti-organized crime laws should not be used as political tools.  This does not mean that violent protestors can or should ever be allowed to harm or threaten others.  But it does mean that peaceful protests are protected, even if their opponents would prefer them not to be."
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
