Terrorist Jobs Going Vacant in U.S.?

"Reports of Al-Qaeda Suspect Crossing Mexican Border Prompts Colorado Congressman to Quip 'I guess Al-Queda wants to fill a few jobs no American will take'"

 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Congressman Tom Tancredo (CO-06) today criticized yet another example of how poor security along America's borders leave the U.S. dangerously open to another attack by Al Qaeda.  According to several news sources, a woman with close ties to Al Qaeda, Farida Goolam Mohamed Ahmed, was arrested at McAllen International Airport in Texas.
 

"Is it going to take another September 11th to get our leaders in Washington to wake up and start minding the store?" said Tancredo, chair of the House Immigration Reform Caucus.  "No commission recommendations or amount of department reorganization is going to keep us safe from another attack if America continues to leave its borders unattended, and its door's wide open."
 

After being detained and questioned, Ahmed confessed that she had entered the U.S. illegally from Mexico.  Ahmed had previously flown from London to Mexico City, and then entered the U.S. by crossing the Rio Grande like thousands of other illegal aliens do each day.  Reports also say that Ahmed was on a "watch list" and had possibly entered the U.S. as many as 250 times in the past.

 

Ahmed was carrying a South African passport - many of which have been obtained fraudulently by Al Qaeda operatives according to a warning issued by the South African Government.

 

"We have not yet constructed the sieve that can strain out the terrorist from the folks coming for jobs no American will do," concluded Tancredo in reference to the thousands of illegal immigrants crossing miles of unprotected borders every day.
