Remember the Victims of the Rwandan Genocide 
 
Dear Colleague:
 
Ten years ago this month, hundreds of thousands of Tutsis huddled in churches, schools, homes and the hills of Rwanda as the Hutus, working in shifts, systematically massacred them, one by one, under the bald ideology of Hutu Power.  Despite warnings from UN officials on the ground in Rwanda, the international community stood idly, inexcusably, by, as over 800,000 innocent civilians were hacked to death with machetes.  The refusal by the United States during this scourge of violence to even entertain the term "genocide" in its public statements betrayed the world's efforts to sanitize what can only be described, when viewed objectively, as a gruesome and shocking display of ethnic enmity.
 
A short three months later, the Tutsi-led Rwandan Patriotic Front captured Kigali, and over time, dazed survivors of the genocide began gradually to return to their shattered communities to put the pieces of their lives back together.  The years following the genocide have also proven themselves an opportunity for the international community to evaluate its inaction, and to say, as it has before, "Never Again."  
 
In an effort to establish the chronology of the terrible human suffering in Rwanda in 1994, we have introduced a resolution commemorating the 10th anniversary of the Rwandan genocide.
