Tancredo Pushes to Relieve Taxes on Families of Children with Special Needs

"Measure to ease financial burden"

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Congressman Tom Tancredo (CO-06) recently introduced legislation (H.R. 4653) that would amend the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to provide that medical expenses of a child with special needs shall be allowable as a medical expense deduction, titled the "Compassionate Assistance for Parents with Children with Special Needs Act of 2004."

 

"This legislation would ease the financial burden for families with a child who has special needs," said Tancredo, who introduced the legislation on June 23, 2004, which is now before the House Ways and Means Committee.
